Letter of objection to City Planning Department
RE: (INSTALLATION OF TELECOMMUNICATION EQUIPMENT on ……………
I formally give you notice of objection to the siting of a telecommunication mast at ………............................................ 
I would like to urgently appeal for a withdrawal of the phone mast planning application as the local community has not had time to consult or respond to representatives during the pandemic and this is an important point of concern.

The grounds of the objection are:
The mast will cause fear and anxiety in the local community due to concerns over health impacts and the mast will also affect the visual aspect of the area. 

There is a very significant body of research published demonstrating that radiation exposures set within the current thermal ICNIRP guidelines can increase the probability of developing diseases following long term exposures, mainly cancer, tumours, and genetic damage. 
Many doctors and scientists worldwide believe there is a very real and significant risk to the general health of the public, wildlife and the environment.  An International working group of scientists, researchers and public health policy professionals produced the BioInitiative report. The report provides detailed scientific information on health impacts when people are exposed to electromagnetic radiation hundreds or even thousands of times below the current ICNIRP guidelines. The authors reviewed more than 1800 published scientific studies and concluded that the existing public safety limits are inadequate to protect public health. I am also concerned about the continuing potential health risk from mobile phone mast emissions and the risks of developing electrosensitivity (ES).  Visit the following UK charity website, ES-UK: http://www.es-uk.info/
In addition to health concerns, the mast will materially prejudice views within the community. 
(possible ideas include – spoil the view of heritage buildings, conservation area, school of which many students and teachers attending, hospital with vulnerable people recovering from illness and neighbouring properties.)  
The sight of the mast when viewed from neighbouring properties is such as to reduce the enjoyment of viewing (some of Britain’s finest examples of period architecture, parks, beauty spots, neighbouring buildings, the mast may also block line of sight of the road for pedestrians and traffic and therefore endangering public safety,  this would be seen as reckless and irresponsible by many residents.) 
This installation will also cause a significant depreciation in the value of neighbouring properties.  

This is a place of pride and enjoyment for residents.  The mast will not only reduce the visual amenity but also act as a constant reminder of the potential health threat.  Perceived health concerns related to masts create anxiety levels that are in themselves unhealthy and detrimental to the well-being of the local community.  Therefore, the presence of a mast would be a constant reminder reinforcing the fear of health issues, and this is a material consideration.
It would be an infringement of human rights and possibly be in contravention of the Nuremberg treaty for name of mast operator to subject residents to mobile phone mast emissions when they have not been shown to be safe, and indeed much research and observation suggest that there are significant risks, and when the residents have clearly not given permission or approval.

With all this in mind I respectfully request that the issues contained in this letter are taken on board and acted upon.
